SCHOOL NEWS

School News: Students in grades 1-8 return to
school in full uniform on Wednesday, August 23rd.
The first day of school will be an early dismissal day
at 1:15 PM. The opening school Mass for grades 2-8
is on Friday, August 25th at 8:15 AM. The milk pro-
gram will not begin until after Labor Day. Kinder-
garten students accompanied by a parent will have
one orientation session with the teacher on August
23rd. Mrs. Gall will contact parents to inform them
of their orientation appointment. The first day of
school for Kindergarten students then will be Thurs-
day, August 24th.

Latchkey Program: (before and after school pro-
gram) will begin on the second day of school, August
24th at 7:00 AM and resume after 3:00 PM dismissal
until 6:00 PM. If you are planning on using our
Latchkey Program, please stop in the school office
and pick up a Registration packet (or call the office
and ask us to mail the packet). These completed
Registration forms should be in our office as soon as
possible.

School Uniforms: From the first day of school until
October 1st, students may wear the official Warm
Weather Uniform which consists of: Schoolbelles
navy blue uniform dress shorts, Schoolbelles white
polo shirt, white crew socks, school shoes or white
tennis shoes.

First Day: August 23rd - Students are to assemble in
the parking lot and enter the building to homerooms
when the bell rings at 8:05 AM. New students are to
look for student council members (with balloons &
clipboards) who will direct them to assigned class-
rooms.

Traffic Reminders: Vehicles should enter on
Grapeland Ave., park in rows facing Harley Ave. be-
tween the main building and the Beginning School.
Cars are to exit on to Harley Ave. When picking up
children after school please follow the same proce-
dure. When all students are safely in the cars, you
will be directed to exit the parking lot. No cars are to
park in the parking lot facing the rear entrance to the
school or behind the church.
